2.2
Macro, Small and Medium Scale Industry Development

Rajkot has Macro 643, SSI 256 and Medium 2 Industries. As per the industrial statistics of 2006-07 there were 901 units established in the district with investment of 35584.00 lacs in plant and machinery and employing 12774 workers.

It can be observed that Mineral base Macro and SSI units have larger share in the district. These units are generally spread in Morbi, Thangadh and Wankaner. Other major industry group of the district is Metal, Non ferrous items, Machinery and oil engines and its parts. These industries spread in Rajkot City and surrounding areas. The details of Macro, SSI and Medium scale units are given in Table 2.2. The distribution of SSI units by industry type is given in Table 2.3. Industry Clusters identified in the district are given in Table 2.4.

Industrial Scenario of Jetpur and Surrounding Areas

Jetpur has acquired a unique place in the regional, state and national sphere for the development of an important industry, viz., and screen printing of sarees. Jetpur accounts for a substantial proportion of the printing of cloth manufactured in the decentralized power loom sector. It is estimated that an average in 1980, 2.0 lacs cotton sarees were printed daily. In terms of length, at the rate of 5 mtrs per saree, it account and for nearly 15% of the cotton fabric produced by power looms in India in 1980. There are mearly 1200 units, most of them in the small scale unregistered sector, carrying out this printing activity.

This industry is among the few major industries of Saurashtra ranking well in terms of both employment as well as turnover. Like almost all the major industries in Saurashtra, it is localised mainly at Jetpur, although in recent years, a small segment of this industry has emerged at Gondal and Rajkot.

Growth of the Industry

The printing industry was existing in Jetpur even prior to the advent of independence. The place was inhabited by the Chhipa community, a section of Muslim, traditionally skilled in dyeing and printing. In those days, the main form of saree processing was dyeing and blocks printing by hand. The chhipas formed the skilled labour and another community, Khatri, a section of Hindus, conducted the business by which job orders were put out to the skilled craftsman. The craftsmen operated mainly from their homes.

The location of the industry at Jetpur historically has followed fortuitions locational advantages, apart from the concentration of the particular community of skilled craftsman. Jetpur is located on the banks of the Bhadar River, one of the longer rivers of Saurashtra. There is the belief that the waters of this river are highly suitable for the washing required to be done after printing and dyeing of saree. But, the advantages appears to occur from some geographical features which caused just that much current in the river flow so as to be suitable for the requirements of the washing process in the industry.

The block-printing industry received a severe blow during partition. The Chhipas migrated virtually en-block to Pakistan which left a void, seemingly difficult to fill. At that juncture, a little after 1948, one of the Khatri families, leaders in this business, took the pioneering lead to rescue this industry. By that time, screen printing had come of maturity elsewhere in the country, and, in making a new beginning, the industry struck a departure from the techniques hitherto in use. From block printing, it progressed upwards towards a higher level printing technique – screen printing.

From 1948 onwards, the progress was slow. Other Khatri business families did not follow so easily in the foot-steps of the Bosemia family. For one, this line of activity was a different sort of business. Second, with the Chhipas migrated, labour was not sufficiently available. There were about 200 units in 1960. The subsequent period, 1960-1980, witnessed a rapid expansion. The industry received a major boost in 1963 when the local municipality lowered the octroi rate on cloth. Since the entire saree cloth was coming from outside, the municipality had subjected this major trade item of the town to heavy octroi taxation earlier. The liberalisation here was further aided by the extension of the payment period of octroi from 15 days to 90 days. The boost provided by this liberal incentive resulted in a sharp larger volumes of cloth coming in. this gave a further impetus to the growth of industry, leading to the setting up of nearly 1000 units in the following two decades. Today, there are nearly 1,200 units engaged in this activity. Apart from the Khatris, the Patel and Sindhi communities – have also entered into this field. The total number of workers employed is over 20,000.
